AM immensely proud that our

The UK Parliament usually sits four 

or five days a week, which means that 
most of the week I am in Westminster 
representing the needs of local people, 
communities and our island as a 
whole.

This is quite different from the 
Senedd in Cardiff which sits just two 
days a week – on a Tuesday and a 
Wednesday.

When I am not representing you in 
Westminster – that is at weekends or 
when Parliament is on recess – I look 
forward to spending time here at home 
on our beautiful island with my family, 
friends and my team in Holyhead.

I particularly enjoy getting out and 
about visiting towns and villages 
across Ynys Môn and taking part in 
community events.

That is why I am particularly excited 
that I will be on the island for the Coro-
nation of King Charles III on Saturday 
6 May when many local communities 
will be coming together to celebrate.

The Coronation of His Majesty The 
King and Her Majesty The Queen Con-
sort is a time for celebration across the 
United Kingdom and the Common-
wealth, and a weekend of special 
events is planned.

On Saturday 6 May  the Coronation 
Ceremony takes place at Westminster 
Abbey, London. Venues on Ynys Môn, 
like the Ucheldre Centre in Holyhead 
and Cefni Craft Fair in Llangefni, will 
be hosting public screenings of the 
event.  Many local people will be 
watching the ceremony on television 
and enjoying what, for some of us, will 
be a once-in-a-lifetime event.  

On Monday 8 May  a special Bank 
Holiday has been proclaimed by our 
Prime Minister in honour of the Coro-
nation.  This means that we have a 
long weekend to join in with commu-
nity events and celebrate.

I am compiling a list of the events 
that are taking place across Ynys Môn 
and I have bought over one mile of free 
Union Flag bunting to give away to 
local community groups, charities and 
organisations.  Each piece is 10 metres 
long with 20 flags.

I will also be doing 
my best to visit and support as many of 
the local Coronation events and par-
ties as possible.

A list of the events already on my 

radar is at the end of this article.
One of the most important elements 

of the Coronation celebrations is the 
King’s fresh approach to encouraging 
volunteering: Big Help Out.

Big Help Out is an official part of the 
Coronation celebrations. Initiated by 
the King, it aims to encourage people 
to volunteer across the UK.  It is backed 
by some of the country’s largest and 
most active volunteering groups 
including GirlGuiding, Scouts, AgeUK, 
the RNLI and the RSPCA.

You can download the Big Help Out 
App and register an event or volun-
teering need, or you can use it to find 
and register yourself as a volunteer.  
Local events are already being adver-
tised on the App including the Hearing 
Dogs for Deaf People PAWS Appeal 
Bucket Collection at Morrisons Holy-
head on 11 May; the First Time for Eve-
rything event at Oriel Môn on 4 May 
and a beach clean in Trearddur Bay on 
7 May.

Whether you have a spare hour, 
skills to share or you want to build up 
new experience for your CV, volun-
teering is a great way to make a differ-
ence to your community.  If you have 
never volunteered before then the Big 
Help Out App will give you all you 
need to know to jump in and get 
started.  

Volunteering groups are always 
delighted to get new volunteers so you 
can be sure of a warm welcome.  

I look forward to joining many of 
you across Ynys Môn over the Corona-
tion weekend whether volunteering in 
the Big Help Out, enjoying a commu-
nity meal at a Big Coronation Lunch, 
or celebrating at a local event.
